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AFTER SCHOOL CARE PROGRAMME 2012
Programme Structure

Children are expected to come directly to the After School Care Room at 3.00pm (when bell goes for end of school) to be checked in by the coordinator.  
We need to be PROMPTLY informed of all changes in addresses and phone numbers. Before a new enrolment can start A.S.C., we require the 2012 enrolment form and rules to be read and signed.

The following activities are available to the children while attending the programme.
· Art and Craft

· Outside play (hats and sunscreen is provided for each child during summer)
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Swimming (seasonal 3.15 until 4.00pm)

· Games, toys, blocks (inside)

· T.V, dvds and music

· Reading

· Homework facilities (area where children may want to do some homework but is 
Afternoon tea

Children are provided with a light afternoon tea at 4.00pm consisting of sandwiches, fruit, biscuits, crackers or baking. A drink is also provided. It is advisable that if your child/ren find they are getting hungry before afternoon tea that you put something extra in their lunch boxes for A.S.C.
Collection of Children

Children are required to be signed out by parents/caregivers who are collecting the child/ren. A sign out book is located in the A.S.C. room for this purpose. This does not apply to child/ren who have written notification to either walk or bike home (the supervisor will sign the book). If a person arrives to pick your child/ren up who is not on the enrolment form or a message has not been left at the office then we are obliged (for your child’s safety) to keep your child in our care until you have been located for consent.

Behaviour

Children are expected to follow the same rules at A.S.C. as during school hours. Rules pertaining to our programme are located on the wall in our room. Every effort will be made to help your child/ren settle into our programme.
